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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA3 for their LS S3-070494(S2-07xxxx) on MBMS authorization over Mz interface. SA2 would like to answer the questions as below.

Q1: What kind of authorization information is transferred between the home-BM-SC and visited-BM-SC in the highlighted scenario above regarding MBMS user services (differently from bearer level authorization decisions)?
[Answer]: The Gmb interface only provides bearer level user management and session management functionalities. The Mz interface is a roaming variant of the Gmb interface, so SA2 would like to clarify that Mz is only used for bearer level authorization which makes authorization functionalities over the Mz interface aligned with authorization functionalities over the Gmb interface (i.e. bearer authorization during the MBMS service activation procedure). And no functionality related to MBMS user services authorization is needed to specify over the Mz interface. 

NOTE: It is SA2’s understanding that in stage 3, only a subset of Gmb functionalities is implemented for the Mz interface in CT3 (see 3GPP TS 29.061) and no functionality related to MBMS user services is defined.

Q2: How is it ensured that authorization functionality defined in TS 23.246 does not overlap with the authorization functionality defined in TS 33.246/33.220? 
[Answer]: see the answer to Q1.

Q3: How is it ensured that these two authorization functionalities are coordinated so that they make consistent authorization decisions?
[Answer]: see the answer to Q1.

Q4: Could there be similar issues also on the Gmb/Gi interface which is supposed to carry similar information as on the Mz/Gi interface?
[Answer]: see the answer to Q1.
