	The present description of a PCRF initiated IP-CAN session termination in TS 29.212 contains inconsistencies:

· Subclause 4.5.9 claims that the PCRF may request the termination of an IP CAN session by removing all PCRF-provisioned PCC rules and deactivating all PCC rules predefined within the PCEF. However, according to stage 2 TS 23.203 (subclauses 6.3.1 and 6.3.2) there may be predefined PCC rules that are not explicitly known in the PCRF and not under the control of the PCRF.  Consequently, the removal and deactivation of PCC rules known by the PCRF shall not be interpreted as a request to terminate the IP-CAN session.  
· Subclause 4.5.9 claims that the AF may request the termination of the IP-CAN session. Obviously the purpose has been to say that the AF may terminate an application session and consequently request the release of relevant PCC rules and resources. But there is no requirement for the AF to to request the termination of the default/primary PDP context that is used also for other connections/sessions than those controlled by the given AF. 



	
	

	Summary of change:

	Diameter based mechanism based on ASR/ASA and STR/STA messages, used also at Rx interface, has been added for the PCRF to request the termination of an IP-CAN session. 
The paragraph describing the AF requested termination of an IP-CAN session in subclause 4.5.9 has been removed. 

As a consequence, the contents of 3rd and 4th paragraphs have been merged and redundancy in them has been removed.

Request of IP-CAN Session Termination



If the PCRF decides to request the termination of an IP CAN session due to an internal trigger or a trigger from the SPR, the PCRF shall send an ASR (abort session request) command to the PCEF. When the PCEF receives the ASR command, it shall acknowledge the command by sending an ASA (abort session answer) command to the PCRF and remove/deactivate all the PCC rules that have been previously installed or activated on that IP-CAN session and indicate the termination of the session by sending an STR (session termination request) command to the PCRF. The PCRF shall acknowledge the termination of the session by sending an STA (session termination answer) command to the PCEF.

The PCEF shall apply IP CAN specific procedures to terminate the IP CAN session. For GPRS, the GGSN shall send a PDP context deactivation request with the teardown indicator set to indicate that the termination of the entire PDP session is requested. Furthermore, the PCEF shall apply the indication of IP CAN Session Termination procedure in clause 4.5.7.
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
