5.3.3.4.1 General

The Gxa interface supports WIMAX and 3GPP2 by defining multiple variants of the Gxa interface. During Diameter connection establishment, the client identifies itself by  the Applictaion ID unique to the interface passed in the CER message. The server responds with the requested Application ID. Therefore, based on the Applictaion ID received in the CER message, Gxa interface takes on the specific variant role.

Commands
CCR/CCA commands will be used for the operations received from the Trusted non-3GPP access network towards the PCRF, in order to create, modify or terminate the Gateway Control session.
