When sent from the PCRF to the PCEF the Event-Trigger AVP indicates an event that shall cause a re-request of PCC rules. When sent from the PCEF to the PCRF the Event-Trigger AVP indicates that the corresponding event has occurred at the gateway.

Whenever one of these events occurs, the PCEF shall send the related AVP that has changed together with the event trigger indication.
Serving GW_Relocation (15)

This value shall be used in CCA and RAR commands by the PCRF to indicate that upon the change of the serving S-GW PCC rules shall be requested. When used in a CCR command, this value indicates that the PCEF generated the request because the serving S-GW changed. The new value of the serving S-GW shall be indicated in the S-GW address.
