MSC Server initiated deregistration

The MSC Server initiated  deregistration procedure consists of the MSC Server sending a REGISTER on behalf of the UE upon receipt of any indication that the subscriber is no longer active at this MSC Server.
Prior to sending a REGISTER request for deregistration, the MSC Server shall release all IMS dialogs related to the public user identity that is going to be deregistered or to one of the implicitly registered public user identities.

On sending a REGISTER request for deregistration, the MSC Server shall:

1) 
set the Request-URI to the SIP URI of the domain name of the home network used to address the REGISTER request;
Editor’s Note: The structure of the domain name derived by the MSC Server for ICS is provisional pending approval at the next CT plenary.

2)
set the From header to the SIP URI that contains the public user identity to be deregistered.  This public user identity shall be a Temporary Public User Identity as specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [a];
Editor’s Note: The structure of the temporary public user identity used by the MSC Server for IMS registration is provisional pending approval at the next CT plenary.

3)
set the To header to the SIP URI that contains the public user identity to be deregistered.  This public user identity shall be a Temporary Public User Identity as specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [a];
Editor’s Note: The structure of the temporary public user identity used by the MSC Server for IMS registration is provisional pending approavl at the next CT plenary.

4)
set the Contact header set to include the SIP URI containing the IP address or FQDN of the MSC Server in the hostport parameter.  The MSC Server shall include a +sip.instance parameter containing the instance ID;
5)
set the Via header to include the IP address or FQDN of the MSC Server in the sent-by field;
6)
set the Expires header, or the expires parameter within the Contact header, to the value of zero; and
7)
send the request as specified in subclause 5.2.2.  If the MSC Server fails to forward the REGISTER request, the MSC Server shall abort the deregistration attempt. This shall not affect the UE’s CS domain registration status at the MSC Server or HSS.

On receiving the 200 (OK) response to the REGISTER request, the MSC Server shall remove all registration details relating to this public user identity.

Editor’s Note: MSC Server behavior upon failing to receive a 200 (OK) response to a deregistration attempt is FFS.

The MSC Server shall consider any existing subscription to the reg event package cancelled (i.e. as if the MSC Server had sent a SUBSCRIBE request with an Expires header containing a value of zero).
