-
set the Request URI in the SIP MESSAGE request to a Tel URI or a SIP URI to the corresponding MSISDN of the recipient. The IMSI received in the RP-DA in the MT-Forward-Short-Message which corresponds to the MT Correlation ID previously created when the SRI message was received, is used to obtain the MSISDN. 
-
set the P-Asserted Identity to a Tel URI based on TP-OA parameter received in TP-OA (SMS-DELIVER)
- set the contents of the Body to the contents of the SMS message(s) formatted in appropriate MIME type based on received content in SMS.
-
send to the S-CSCF for routing towards the recipient.
