	Current text in draft TS 29.235 does not specify the procedure for incoming SIP messages that shall not be forwarded.

In contrast 3GPP TS 29.163 provides procedures what shall happen if an incoming SIP message is not mapped into an ISUP message. Examples are:

If SDP only contains unsupported media types then the I-MGCF shall reject the INVITE and send back 488 "Not acceptable Here" [see 3GPP TS 29.163 section 7.2.3.1.1]

-
If P-Early Media not supported by the I-MGCF then incoming ACM (no indication) and GCP (inband information available) are discarded [see 3GPP TS 29.163  section 7.2.3.1.4A]

If I-MGCF receives REFER from IMS, then 403 "Forbidden" is returend [see 3GPP TS 29.163 section 7.2.3.1.9a]

Exceptions from forwarding received SIP messages

If call clearing is initiated either from the preceding IMS network or from the succeeding SIP-I based circuit switched core network then the I-MGCF shall apply the call clearing procedures as defined within 3GPP TS 23.231[3] clause 7.3.1.

NOTE:
Clause 7.3.1 shall be applied if Call Clearing is received either from peer SIP-I node or from peer IMS node. 

If different SIP methods are used within the SIP-I based circuit switched core network and within the IMS network for basic call signalling or supplementary service signalling, then the I-MGCF shall map the received SIP message into the appropriate SIP message of the network the message is sent to.

NOTE:
Example: For interworking the ETC service an INFO message with encapsulated ISUP FAC message is mapped into a SIP UPDATE request and vice versa.

Editors Note:  It is FFS if interworking of all supplementary services, which require a mapping between different SIP methods, shall be specified within a dedicated subclause of this TS.

If the interworking procedures within 3GPP TS 29.163 [13] do not result in any mapping then the I-MGCF shall not send the SIP message, which is received either from the SIP-I based circuit switched core network or from the IMS network, towards the other side. The received message shall be further handled according to TS 29.163[13].
