RADIUS is used as the protocol between the P-GW and the AAA server or proxy for applications (e.g. MMS) to deliver information related to EPS user session. However some IP applications could need to interwork with the P-GW to release the corresponding resource (e.g. terminate a particular bearer or Resource Allocation Deactivation procedures as defined in TS23.402 [x2]). For this purpose, the AAA server or proxy may send a RADIUS Disconnect Request to the P-GW. The P-GW may react by releasing the corresponding resource or silently discarding the Disconnect Request message. For more information on RADIUS Disconnect, see RFC 3576 [41]. If the P-GW releases the corresponding resource, it need not wait for the response from the S-GW or trusted non-3GPP IP access before sending the RADIUS DisconnectResponse to the AAA server.
