6.1.1
General


An IP-SM-GW is an entity that provides the protocol interworking for delivering of a short message or concatenated short messages as an instant message, for delivering of concatenated short messages as a large Instant Message, for sending an Instant Message as a short message delivery, for the sending of an Instant Message as a short message submission.
In addition to the procedures specified in subclause 6.1, the IP-SM-GW shall support the procedures specified in subclause 5.7 of 3GPP TS 24.229[3].
