Upon receipt of a HOLD message from the UE, the MSC server shall send a re-INVITE request (or UPDATE request) as described in 3GPP TS 24.610[X] with a new SDP offer that contains:

-
an "inactive" SDP attribute if the stream was previously set to "recvonly" media stream; or

-
a "sendonly" SDP attribute if the stream was previously set to "sendrecv" media stream; and
-
the RTCP bandwidth modifiers with values greater than zero, if the session described in the SDP is a point-to-point speech only session.
Upon receipt of a RETRIEVE message from the UE, the MSC server shall send a re-INVITE request (or UPDATE request) as described in 3GPP TS 24.610[X] with a new SDP offer that contains:

-
a "recvonly" SDP attribute if the stream was previously inactive media stream; or

-
a "sendrecv" SDP attribute if the stream was previously sendonly media stream. or the attribute may be omitted, since sendrecv is the default. and
-
the RTCP bandwidth modifiers set to zero, if the session described in the SDP is a point-to-point speech only session.
