Parameters for the decision on Service Level Interworking for OMA Simple Originated Messages 

In the originating network, when the IP-SM-GW receives an Instant Message, the IP-SM-GW attempts to route the message to the recipient. If operator policy mandates interworking or if the IP-SM-GW cannot find a SIP address for the recipient, the IP-SM-GW shall deliver the Instant Message as a short message if the message originator is authorized for service level interworking.

In the terminating network, when the IP-SM-GW receives an Instant Message, the IP-SM-GW consults the recipient user preferences and operator policy before delivering the message. If operator policy mandates interworking or the recipient’s preference is to receive the message as a short message, the IP-SM-GW shall deliver the Instant Message as a short message.
