When the IPv6 prefix is allocated from the external PDN, it is the PDN GW's responsibility to obtain the IPv6 prefix for external PDN, allocate and release the IPv6 prefix. The PDN GW may use DHCPv6 to obtain the IPv6 prefix from the external PDN. In this context, the PDN GW shall act as a DHCP client rather than a requesting router as defined in prefix delegation.The procedure which is used for GTP based S5/S8 is described in TS 23.401 [x1], and the procedure which is used for PMIP based S5/S8 is described in TS 23.402 [x2].
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
