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The following information was distributed on the CT3 mailing list right after the CT#41 plenary:

“Last week’s plenary meeting was a rather colourful meeting from a CT3 point of view. Some highlights:

1) On IMS overlap signaling, the CT chairman asked whether there were any objections to a  compromise proposal to allow both the In-dialogue method and the Multiple-INVITE method. We had seen two objections in CT3, but no objections were sustained and the compromise was approved without formal voting. This means we can expect CRs on both methods in Phoenix. As an additional improvement, interworking between the methods may (but does not have to) be specified.

2) TR 29.804, TR 29.909, TR 29.865 and TS 29.235 were approved. The 8.0.0 versions are about to be made available on the specs server. Please use them as the base for Phoenix CRs.

3) TS 29.165 v1.0.0, TS 29.311 v1.0.0 ,  TS 29.292 v1.0.0 and TS 29.215 v1.0.0  were noted by the plenary. They are now available on the server. Please use these versions as the base for Phoenix PCRs.

4) All our revised WIDs were approved.

5) CRs:

Concerns were raised against a number of PCC SAE CRs. We managed to fix most of them as follows:

6) As discussed on the mailing list before the plenary, we detected problems with the following CRs: 1181, 1199, 1534, 1535, 1656. They were revised before the plenary, submitted as company contributions and approved as CP-080486, CP-080487, CP-080579.

7) The problems with the CRs (above) reflect the fact that the whole CT3, and the PCC experts in particular, are working under extreme pressure these days. Some CRs were not based on the reference version of the TS, there were overlapping CRs, duplication of clause numbers, etc. These pitfalls are always there, but we must pay special attention now as long as we have two CT3 meetings per plenary cycle. Please note that there is limited time to fix problems during the plenary, and we risk that CRs are postponed to the next plenary.
8) It was confirmed that TSs in the 400-series and 500-series (related to TISPAN transfer) shall be considered as frozen and that no new functionality should be added to these specifications as a result of alignment CR's for new functionality from Stage 1 or 2 towards the later stages.  ETSI TISPAN also agrees that modifications to these specifications can be made if modifications are deemed to be essential. These TSs will be discontinued after Rel-8.
9) The Work Plan entries SAES-St3-CT3imp and SAES-St3-QoS have not been progressed. I believe we can set them as 100% complete without further work.
10) CT assumes that Rel-8 will be frozen at the December plenary (SA to confirm). This means that we must fill in exception sheets for both SAE and non-SAE WIs if we want to apply for Rel-8 extensions after December.
11) To make sure that Rel-8 is fully stabilized before the March 2009 plenary, it was decided that the CT WG meetings in February 2009 should be extended with 4 extra days, 16 – 19 February. The host is  asked to confirm this. These extra days will be devoted to SAE only. One possibility is to have Monday for offline discussions and preparation of new tdocs, while Tue-Wed-Thu may be for normal online sessions. Let us discuss this in Phoenix to find the most practical arrangement for CT3.
12) Note that a new WID template was discussed (CP-080623). If finally approved, we may have to use this the next time.”
