4.5.2.x  Rx Over S9  

The interaction between the V-AF and the V-PCRF is in accordance with 3GPP TS29.214 [5]. The V-PCRF proxies the Rx messages between the V-AF and the H-PCRF except as noted below. 

The V-PCRF may process the initial or modified Service Information received from the V-AF according to the operator policy and may decide whether the request is accepted or not. If the service information provided by the V-AF is rejected, the V-PCRF shall send the AA-Answer to reject the request with the Experimental-Result-Code AVP set to the value REQUESTED_SERVICE_NOT_AUTHORIZED. In this case, the V-PCRF shall not forward the AA-Request to the H-PCRF.
When the V-AF subscribes to or cancels  the notifications of the status of the AF Signalling transmission path, the V-PCRF shall not forward the AAR to the H-PCRF.
Editor’s note: It is FFS whether there are cases where the AAR is forwarded to the H-PCRF.
In the event that the V-PCRF is notified of the loss or release of resources associated to the PCC Rules corresponding with AF Signalling IP Flows, the V-PCRF shall inform  the V-AF about the loss of the signalling transmission path without forwarding the RAR to the H-PCRF
Editor’s note: It is FFS whether there are cases where the RAR is forwarded to the H-PCRF

The V-PCRF shall not report the “V-AF Subscribed Specific Actions”  to the H-PCRF unless the H-PCRF subscribes to corresponding Gx/Gxx event triggers.

The  V-PCRF shall not forward the  AAR  message from the V-AF to the H-PCRF if the processing of the request results in any of the specific values of the “Rx specific Experimental-Result-Code”  per  section. 5.5 of 29.214 [5]
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
