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1. Introduction
In the previous meeting CT3 agreed CRs on indicating the out-of-credit condition over the Gx interface to the PCRF, i.e. entering the out-of-credit condition and exiting the out-of-credit condition as per the information received by the PCEF from the OCS. 

There was also a proposal for the Rx interface in which both entering and exiting the out-of-credit condition is indicated to the AF, refer to C3-081472. However, this solution was claimed to be more than SA2 requires. It was claimed that only the indication of the credit denied (i.e. entering the out-of-credit condition) is required. 
For the related stage 2 requirements refer to TS 23.203 (wherein the requirements were introduced with S2-084027 and S2-084380). 
2. Discussion

If we ignore some parts of the reply LS (C3-081275) sent by SA2 to CT3 and read only 23.203 which refers to applications closing the session when credit is denied, the strict interpretation of needing only the indication of entering the out-of-credit condition could be justified. 
However, there may be a problem, if/when the out-of-cedit information is used for other applications that do not close the session. They may obviously need also the recovery information (as per C3-081472), when the OCS has replenished or re-allocated quota to the charging key for which credit was denied earlier as per the charging TSs 32.240 and 32.299.
CRs for both ways to solve the out-of-credit indication over Rx are available in this meeting: 
1. Indications for both entering and exiting the out-of-credit condition, C3-081805, C3-081806.

2. An indication only when the out-of-credit condition is entered, C3-081807, C3-081808.
CT3 is requested to evaluate the solutions and to decide on a proper way for the stage 3 specifications to meet the Rx interface and AF related stage 2 requirements.
