The IP-SM-GW shall send the SMSIP MESSAGE as described in 3GPP TS 24.341 [5] with the following exceptions:

the Request-URI shall be mapped from the Request-URI of the associated SIP MESSAGE request.

the body of the request shall contain an RP-DATA message. The elements of the RP-DATA message shall be set as described in 3GPP TS 24.011 [10], with the following information:

a)
RP-Message Type. The value of the RP-Message Type element shall be set to 001(network to MS).
b)
RP-Message Reference. The value of the RP-Message Reference element shall be set in accordance with 3GPP TS 24.011 [10].
c)
RP-Originator Address. The value of RP-Originator Address element shall be set to the address of the IP-SM-GW.

d)
RP-Destination Address. The value of RP-Destination Address element shall be set to the MSISDN of the associated SIP MESSAGE receiver, retrieved by the IP-SM-GW as part of the subscriber data from the HSS at registration.
e)
RP-User Data. The value of the RP-User Data shall be set to SMS-DELIVER.
