The following URI formats in SIP messages may be applied at the Ici as standardized in 3GPP TS 24.229 [5]:

tel URI defined in IETF RFC 3966 [14], in particular, E.164 numbers shall be conveyed as global numbers with a leading + as specified in Section 5.1.4., as in tel:+33987654321;

(
SIP URI defined in IETF RFC 3261 [13], in particular, E.164 numbers shall be conveyed as RFC 3966 - compliant global numbers embedded in SIP URIs as specified in Section 19.1.6, eg sip:+33987654321@domain;user=phone;

(
IM URI defined in IETF RFC 3860 [15];

(
PRES URI defined in IETF RFC 3859 [16].

Moreover, in case of MSRP sessions passing through the II-NNI, the MSRP URI may be also used at the Ici in the SDP exchange, following the formats defined in IETF RFC 4975 [17].
The IBCF shall support these URI formats. Other URI formats may be supported over the II-NNI depending on the operators’ policies.
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
