Functional requirements for solutions 
Functional requirement  #x:  It shall be possible to continue bearer services without PCRF control, if a related PCRF session is required but cannot be handled due to PCRF failure or unreachability. Two cases need to be differentiated:

a) at PCRF session establishment (e.g at initial attach):handling like without dynamic PCC shall apply (including the possibility of static policies in the PCRF clients);
b) within  an ongoing PCRF session: depending on operator’s policy, either the last available session data from PCRF or the handling as in bullet a) is applied.
