At the network boarder it is not ever known that a sent REFER belongs to a Supplementary Service. Some operators need more security in avoiding REFER Messages at the boundary between operators. Such operators would like to see the other mechanism using the INVITE with uri lists.

 So it is proposed to set the use of REFER as should and based on bilateral agreement.
Also to add a not that it must be secured that the REFER is due to some security issues.

The requirements for the 3PTY supplementary service are the same as for the CONF supplementary service specified in subclause 12.19 with the following additional requirement when REFER is used:

●   A Replaces header in the header portion of the SIP URI of the Refer-to header of the REFER request shall be supported at II-NNI for 3PTY without third party call control,

●  A Replaces header in the header portion of the SIP URI of the Refer-to header of the REFER request shall be supported at Roaming II-NNI for 3PTY with third party call control.
