	The word “NOTIFY” method was removed from the description, due to implicit use of NOTIFY when using REFER method; the sentence was restructured, adding the “Reffered-by” header; the reference to TS 24.229 was replaced with TS 24.605; the case with Third Party Call Control, and the second to the case without. 

The useage of “Referred-By header in the INVITE (...)” was included in the first one, thus the sentence “Referred-By header in the INVITE” was deleted.
