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1. Overall Description:
CT3 group would like to kindly ask the SA1 group for the consideration of its proposition.

The specification TS 22.173 provide the list of supplementary services as a list. Following the operational field experimentation, it was noticed that the handling those services in classes could ease the cooperation between operators.

The definition of classes of services could help to provide easy interconnection modes. The current experience show, that some operators do not provide every supplementary service, which by definition are optional. In some cases though, it may have a negative impact on the interconnection interface, if such service is a part of regulatory or country requirement.

In some cases, this makes the interconnection impossible due to security issues, regulatory constraints or the end-to-end character of service. It would help the interconnection interface if the operators agreements were based on standardised classes of service.

Objective is the grouping of existing supplementary services on NNI (according to definitions in specification TS 22.173) into classes is the simplification of the interconnection. This view from a functional level would help in the implementation of these services and could help to see the level of interconnection without confusion combinations. Definition of such classes would allow grouping the interconnection issues and avoid the repetitiveness of problems to be managed by operators. 
However, due to different regulation requirements in different countries, this classification would have to have a form of an informative annex, presented as optional, to provide guidance.
