D.3.x Handovers between non-3GPP IP access with GTP on S2b and 3GPP Access

D.3.x.0 General
This section specifies the PCC procedures for handling dedicated bearers during handover. As a result of a handover between 3GPP and non-3GPP access with GTP on S2b a PCRF rules update may be required to create as many dedicated bearers as needed to match/supplement the bearers created for the source access. When there is RAT change the PCRF may change the QCI of one or more PCC rules that may trigger the establishment or termination of the dedicated bearers. PCC rules updates may also be used to modify charging information that reflect operator charging policy for the use of different access types.

Handover from Untrusted Non-3GPP IP Access with GTP on S2b to 3GPP Access

If only a default bearer was established for the PDN connection over the S2b interface, the PDN GW shall establish a default EPS bearer, unless it receives updated PCC rules from the PCRF requiring establishment of dedicated EPS bearers.

If a default and dedicated bearers were established for the PDN connection over the S2b interface, the PDN GW shall establish a default EPS bearer and as many dedicated EPS bearer(s) as there were created over the S2b interface, unless it receives updated PCC rules from the PCRF requiring establishment or removal of dedicated EPS bearers.

Handover from 3GPP Access to Untrusted Non-3GPP IP Access with GTP on S2b

If only a default EPS bearer was established for the PDN connection over 3GPP access, the PDN GW shall establish a default S2b bearer, unless it receives updated PCC rules from the PCRF requiring establishment of dedicated S2b bearers. 

If a default and dedicated EPS bearers were established for the PDN connection over 3GPP access, 

a)
if establishment of dedicated S2b bearer is allowed per operator policy, the PDN GW shall establish a default S2b bearer and as many dedicated S2b bearer(s) as there were created over 3GPP access, unless it receives updated PCC rules from the PCRF requiring establishment or removal of dedicated S2b bearers; 


b)
if establishment of dedicated S2b bearer is not allowed per operator policy, the PDN GW shall establish a default S2b bearer and signal to the PCRF that only the default bearer is used.
