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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks SA2 for their LS on UL packet filters.
SA2 wonders how to achieve unidirectional bearers without impacting the UE. For the CT3 domain, CT3 would like to emphasize that, based on stage 2 specifications, the PCC (and QoS) rules that the PCRF produces describes the needs for the service, without taking details of the bearer/bearers into account.
There is no restriction as to whether the service data flow template shall be bidirectional or may be unidirectional, neither in stage 2 specifications nor in stage 3 specifications.

The details of how service data flow filters translate into terms of access bearers is not within CT3 control. Still there are criteria, like if two rules have different QCI settings that PCRF may use to ensure, or be aware, that two rules actually are associated with different bearers.

CT3 finds that a PCC/QoS rule may lack from a service data flow filter in either direction. It is the task of the PCEF/BBERF to conduct the bearer binding according to the needs for the particular access, also considering the filter direction(s) for each service data flow filter.
CT3 considers that CT1 WG is responsible for the specifications that define the interaction between the UE and the core network.  Therefore CT3 thinks that CT1 should take the lead on this issue.
