Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

policy parameter: an OCS Counter or other OCS Parameter used for tracking spending and policy control. A policy parameter is identified by a Policy Parameter Id.

policy parameter status: A value associated with a Policy Parameter Id that is not standardized. 

spending limit: A value (e.g. monetary, volume, duration)  assigned to a subscription and  managed by the OCS to track service spending.

spending limit report: a notification issued by the OCS to provide information on the status of spending limits. A spending limit report contains at least one Policy Parameter Id and its corresponding policy parameter status.
