Overview

The S9a reference point is located between the Policy and Charging Rules Function (PCRF) and the Fixed Broadband Access Network (BPCF). The S9a reference point is used for provisioning and removal of dynamic QoS rules from the PCRF to the BPCF for the purpose of allocation and release of QoS resources in the Fixed Broadband Access Network.
The S15 reference point is located between the Policy and Charging Rules Function (PCRF) and the HNB GW. The S15 reference point is used for provisioning and removal of dynamic QoS rules from the PCRF to the BPCF for the purpose of allocation and release of QoS resources in the Fixed Broadband Access Network for HNB CS calls.  
The Gxx reference point is located between the Policy and Charging Rules Function (PCRF) and the ePDG and is   corresponds to the Gxb*. It transports access information for WLAN UEs such as the UE local IP address and the UDP port number. It is used scenarios in which the ePDG provides the access information via Gxb* to trigger the PCRF to initiate the S9a session i.e. S2b-PMIP and untrusted S2c.
Signalling flows related to the Fixed Broadband Access Interworking with EPC are specified in 3GPP TS 29.213 [8].
