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The following information was made available on the CT3 mailing list on Dec 13, 2011:
Please find below the usual, brief summary from the recent  CT plenary, from a CT3 point of view:

1) The input from CT3 was generally well received by the plenary. No technical changes were required, only minor, formal revisions, as follows:

  a)  All 9 CRs on OCS architecture alignment had to be revised because we had failed to fill in the tick boxes for "Test Specifications" and "O&M Specifications". Approved CR pack  is CP-110935.

  b)  The BBF related WIDs (BBII and BBIII) had been submitted without change-marks. They had to be resubmitted with change-marks. Approved versions in CP-110926 and CP-110927.

2) In the BBF-related WIDs, for our next meeting,  it was recommended to:

   a) Decouple the WIDs by removing the description of the other Building Blocks in each WID

   b) In Clause 9, concerning impacts on ME, we should tick the "Don't know" box unless we can identify specific, additional impacts on the ME.

3) There was considerable discussion about "Service Identification for RRC Improvements in GERAN", Ref our outgoing LS in C3-112067. It turns out that CT4 decided to take responsibility for this work. In the WID, CP-110929, CT3 impact is marked as FFS. According to the WID, GERAN would benefit from identifying the new service information associated with a mobile data application (such as IM chatting, HTTP/WAP browsing, social networks, push services, etc) to improve radio resource control and management as well as user experience, while preserving the end-to-end QoS architecture controlled by the core network. CT3 will receive several LSs about this in Xiamen and we should be prepared to continue the discussion we started in San Francisco regarding SAPP impact, etc.

4) An incoming LS from the MultiService Forum (MSF) informed about an interoperability testing event that has been carried out. Several CT3 related interfaces were covered (PCC incl. S9, Sgi). Apparently the testing was successful, but there was a statement about compatibility: "The event showed that implementations based on different versions of the 3GPP Release 8 specifications are not fully interoperable, as there are backward incompatible protocol versions (observed for Cx, Gx and Rx interfaces) ". Further interesting reading can be found in CP-110825.
5) The Chairman is supposed to remind the delegates to use the (limited) internet connection capacity in a prudent manner during meetings. See CP-110891, slide 19.
