With regard to TS 29.165, table 6.1 specifies supported SIP methods on the II-NNI based on table A.5 and table A.163 of TS 24.229. And table 6.3 describes the meaning of the notetion code used in table 6.1 of TS 29.165.

According to table 6.3 of TS 29.165, the notation code "m" means "the message shall be sent over/forwarded". However it does not completely align with table A.1 of TS 24.229.
