Table 6.a4.1 lists the Diameter AVPs re-used by the Tsp reference point from existing Diameter Applications, reference to their respective specifications and a short description of their usage within the Tsp reference point. Other AVPs from existing Diameter Applications, except for the AVPs from Diameter base protocol, do not need to be supported. The AVPs from Diameter base protocol are not included in table 6.a4.1, but they are re-used for the Tsp reference point. Unless otherwise stated, re-used AVPs shall maintain their 'M', 'P' and 'V' flag settings. Where 3GPP Radius VSAs are re-used, unless otherwise stated, they shall be translated to Diameter AVPs as described in RFC 4005 [dd] with the exception that the 'M' flag shall be set and the 'P' flag may be set.
