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1. Overall Description:

In clause 9.1.0 of TS 23.060, it’s specified that 

““At most one PDP context associated with the same PDP address may exist at any time with no TFT assigned to it.”
This means there may be no TFT in the primary PDP context or in the secondary PDP context. Suppose there’s only one primary PDP context and no secondary PDP context, if the primary PDP context is activated without TFT, then the MS may add a TFT in this context in the later stage. However, questions are raised that:
a) In case of there’s only one PDP context, whether we allow the MS adds the TFT in the later stage?

b) If this is allowed, there’s no PDP context which has no TFT assigned to it; and further,

c) in this case, whether the packet which does not match the TFT can be sent on this PDP? 
i. If such packet can be sent on this bearer, what’s the usage of the TFT? 
ii. If such packet cannot be sent on this bearer, how the PCRF ensure that?
