Reference number handling

The reference number is assigned by the SCS. The reference number is provided by the SCS to the MTC-IWF in the first procedure initiated for a specific target of a specific action request. The MTC-IWF and SCS shall use this reference number for all consecutive related procedures.    

The reference number shall be kept in MTC-IWF and in SCS until all related procedures for a specific target of a specific action request initiated by the SCS are completed.

Reference-Number AVP
Reference-Number AVP (AVP code TBD-CT4) is of type UTF8String, and identifies the reference number of a specific device action request between the SCS and the MTC-IWF. It is provided by the SCS and used to link the specific device action request to corresponding device notification requests.The SCS shall ensure the reference number is globally unique.
