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The following information was distributed via the CT3 mailing list after the CT#58 plenary meeting:

The recent CT#58 plenary was relatively busy with several discussions relevant to CT3. A summary:

1. There were quite intense offline discussions on our two CRs related to NATs and PCC. Discussions were ongoing almost till the last minute before approval, and I would recommend you to double-check the final versions since it was indicated that further work may be needed in this area at the next meeting. Approved versions are CP-120915 and CP-120916 (attached).

2. CT4 presented a wed SID on Diameter Overload Control Mechanisms. Several aspects of this study may have specific implications on CT3, see e.g, underlined quotes from the SID:

- Identification of the set of requirements for an improved overload control mechanism over Diameter based signalling interfaces used in 3GPP core networks. Some of the requirements may be common to all the Diameter applications defined by 3GPP, some others can be specific to a given application or a network configuration
- Evaluation of the impacts of the proposed solution(s) on existing Diameter-based Technical Specifications and Diameter based signalling networks (internal operator networks, inter-operator network (e.g. IPX)).
According to the draft plenary report: "CT Plenary agreed that CT3 and CT4 should work together with this study and the work split between CT3 and CT4 is further study. An administrative work shall be kept in CT4". It was asked that the SID rapporteur presents the SID at our next meeting. Then we can discuss what is the best way CT3 can contribute to this study. Please see the approved SID in CP-120917 (attached).

3. Our revised Rel-11 WID on Network Provided Location Information for IMS was approved.

4. The plenary discussed the correct use of the WID template, in particular for the cases where we define a stage 3 Feature. It was pointed out that the template should be followed strictly even for these cases. If a Feature level WID is created for Stage 3 work, then subclause 2.0 shall only indicate Feature and the flow of the WID shall then go from subclause 2.2 to clause 3, bypassing subclause 2.3. 

Since it was seen as valuable by some delegates to include a statement that the WID pertains to Stage 3 work this shall be added by separate/free text in either subclause 2.2 or in later clauses (e.g. Justification or Objectives).

If the WID intends to create a Feature and at the same time Building Block subordinate(s), Feature and Building Block will both be ticked in subclause 2.0 and in this case both the subclauses 2.2 and 2.3 are appliccable.

5. CT repeated that there is no need to update a WID if only the dates are changed.

6. CT1 informed that it has removed the IMS service level trace feature from Rel-8, Rel-9, Rel-10 because IETF functionality needed by the solution is not available. This feature implements requirements in specification TS 32.422 from SA5. The question was raised whether CT3 TSs are impacted by this. CT3 will receive an LS, CP-120914 (attached). WI is OAM8-Trace.

CT1 will continue to work on implementing stage 2 requirements for IMS service level trace in the current release and will inform the other groups of impacts on Rel-11 specifications, if any. 

7. The revised CT3 Terms of Reference was approved without any changes.

8. C3-122064 had to be revised because the "Other specs affected" field was not ticked.

9. C3-122121 (on IMS Overload Control) was revised to remove a wrong dependency on the cover page, as discussed on the CT3 mailing list before the meeting. As we also discussed by mail, further CRs may be needed in this area at the next CT3 meeting.

10. There was a reminder from the MCC that delegates should register well in time before they travel to meetings. This helps the meeting organisers to provide seats, microphones, cookies, coffee cups, badges, power outlets, etc, in the best possible way.

11. 3GPP rules currently allow only the use of MS Office 2003 file formates (".doc"). It has been reported that later versions of Word sometimes crash when handling .doc files. MCC would appreciate information on what may cause such crashes, e.g. certain combinations of Word and Windows, etc.

12. The work on IMS Emergency PSAP Callback was allowed to go on for another plenary cycle. At our next meeting we should endeavour to complete this work in close coordination with CT1.

NB: In addition, please note that the WID on eDRVCC (ref. C3-122125) was withdrawn. Related work  was requested to be handled under TEI12.
