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The following information was distributed via the CT3 mailing list March 5th:
A brief summary of what happened at last week's CT plenary, from CT3 point of view:

1.  All our CRs were agreed unchanged with the following exceptions:

    - On the cover pages of C3-130255/6/7/8 (Overlap) the ME-box was un-ticked and it was clarified that the change is backward incompatible. 

      Note: ME-vendors are quite sensitive to CRs with ticked ME-boxes. It may therefore be useful to inform CT1 when we have CRs with ME impact.

    - The CRs on "Generic Number APRI to Privacy" were revised in company contributions and finally approved as CP-130162/3/4. 

2. Our LS on transcoding functions in 3GPP standards was included in the consolidated reply to SA from all CT WGs. Approved LS to SA: CP-130159.

3. Work shifted to Rel-12:

    a) The work item "IMS Emergency PSAP Callback" is moved to Rel-12 (LS in CP-130172). Thereby, all CT3 work for Rel-11 is 100% complete :-)

    b) Based on a requirement from SA2 in 3GPP TS 23.228 Annex E.8, CT3 Work Item, NWK-PL2IMS_CT" still has the following issues open:

         - transport of a network provided Geographical Identifier described in geospatial manner (e.g. geodetic coordinates) within a country or territory; and

         -transport of a network provided Geographical Identifier described as civic user location information (e.g. a postcode, area code, etc.).

        It was decided to shift this work to Rel-12. CT3 may be impacted, e.g. 29.163.  The already approved Rel-11 CRs are not affected. (LS in CP-130174).

4. Related to the old discussion in CT3 on RTTI, Orange presented CRs (CP-130151/2/3/4). CRs could not be agreed due to a sustained objection from Deutsche Telekom. CT Plenary recommended to have offline discussion between interested parties before next CT3 meeting to find agreement for the wording. (Co-signed contribution? Only from Rel-12?)

5. After a minor cleanup (e.g. aligning the TR title with the draft TR), the revised SID on NNI Routeing Scenarios in SIP Requests was approved (CP-130166).

6. After a minor update (acronym --> FS_XML_AF_PCRF, unique id, TR# --> 29.817) the new SID on XML-based access to the PCRF was approved (CP-130167)
