According to TS 24.229 subclause 5.10.6.3, the operator may have their policies about the handling of the characteristics of the SIP message body MIMEs, as follows:

examine the characteristics of the SIP message body MIMEs (i.e. check the values of any Content-Type, Content-Disposition, and Content-Language header fields), take an appropriate action defined by local policy (e.g. forward the body unchanged, remove the SIP message body MIME, reject the call);

When the intended action of an IBCF, based on local policy, is to remove a message body MIME from a SIP message body, and a Content-Disposition header field with a "handling" parameter set to "required" is associated with the MIME, the IBCF shall reject the SIP request with the 415 (Unsupported Media Type) response code as specified in RFC 5621 [150].
However, the session might not be established properly if the operator has their policies about the handling of the characteristics of the SIP message body MIMEs. For example, when an INVITE request with characteristics of a SIP message body restricted by a terminating operator policy is sent from originating operator network to terminating operator network via II-NNI, then the INVITE request might be rejected.
To avoid such a interoperability problem, applicable characteristics of the SIP message body MIMEs need to be agreed between operators, if an operator has a specific policy about the characteristics of the SIP message body MIMEs.

The MIME type "application/sdp" and multipart message bodies shall be supported over the II-NNI. Other MIME types may be supported over the II-NNI based on agreement between operators.
The SDP message bodies contained in the INVITE request shall not be encrypted over the II-NNI.
NOTE 1:
Some MIME types in SIP requests and responses are listed in Annex A of 3GPP TS 24.229 [5].

NOTE 2:
The multipart message bodies are used for carrying two or more message body types as described in IETF RFC 5621 [89].
NOTE 3:
In the INVITE request, the SDP message body is present over the II-NNI, except when the INVITE request without SDP message body is required to provide services (e.g. 3rd party call control).
Applicable characteristics of the SIP message body MIMEs (i.e. Content-Disposition and Content-Language) over the II-NNI may be a subject of operator agreements.
