Description of Scenarios


5.1
General
5.2
Registration when roaming
This subclause describes the registration process of a roaming user including the traversal of transit network between the visited and the originating home network.
5.3
Originating roaming without loopback
This subclause describes the originating home routing scenario from the visited to the originating home network including the traversal of transit network between the visited and the originating home network.
5.4
Originating roaming with loopback
This subclause describes the roaming with loopback scenario where the session is routed to the originating home network and then back to the visited network including the traversal of transit network between the visited and the originating home network.
5.5
Transit network scenarios between originating home and terminating home network

This subclause describes transit network scenarios between the originating home network and the terminating home network. 
5.6
Terminating routing

This subclause describes the terminating routing where the terminating user is within the originating or the terminating home network including the traversal of transit network between the terminating home network and the visited visited.
5.7
Terminating routing to roaming UE 
This subclause describes the terminating routing where the terminating user is roaming including the traversal of transit network between the terminating home network and the visited visited.
Editors Note: It is ffs if the call forwarding service invocation in a Call Deflection case should be considered if this needs to be described.
5.8
Treatment of media when services will be provided in the originating home network 
This subclause describes the treatment of media when IMS services (i.e. invocation of MRFC/MRF) will be provided in the originating home network. 
5.9
Access transfer scenarios (SRVCC) 
This subclause describes the SRVCC scenarios. 
5.10
Supplementary service control via Ut (XCAP) interface when roaming
This subclause describes supplementary service control via Ut interface. 
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
