the explicit indication can be included when the node at the start of the II-NNI traversal scenario is aware of that the node at the end of the II-NNI traversal scenario is in another operators network; or 
-
the explicit indication can be always included.

If the explicit indication is always included in dialog creating SIP requests or stand-alone SIP requests other nodes inside an operator's domain can benefit from this type of information even if the SIP request does not pass the II-NNI.
