Description of Scenarios


5.1
General
Editor’s Note: This subclause describes the status of Roaming in general. A comparison of existing and VoLTE roaming issues could help to understand the differences and the current procedures described within the Scenarios itself. 
5.2
Registration when Roaming
This Subclause describes the registration process of a roaming user. The scenario when a transit network is passed between the visited and home network is within the scope of this section.
5.3
Home network routeing
This Subclause describes the home routing scenario from the visited to the home network. The scenario when a transit network is passed between the visited and home network is within the scope of this section.
5.4
Roaming with loopback
This Subclause describes the Roaming with loopback scenario where the session is routed to the home network and then back to the visited network. The scenario when a transit network is passed between the visited and home network is within the scope of this section.
5.5
Mobile terminating routing to roaming UE 
This Subclause describes the terminating routing where the terminating user is roaming. The scenario when a transit network is passed between the visited and home network is within the scope of this section.
Editors Note: The call forwarding service invocation in a Call Deflection case should be considered if this needs to be described..
5.6
Treatment of media when Services will be provided in the home network 
This Subclause describes the Treatment of media when Services will be provided in the home network. There are two cases which are considered. The case where the session is terminated within the home network and the case where loopback apply is within the scope.
5.7
Access transfer scenarios (SRVCC) 
This Subclause describes the SRVCC scenarios for home routing and terminating routing where the terminating user is roaming.
