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1 Introduction

SOLU thanks 3GPP WG CT3 for the Liaison Statement regarding “Indication of NNI Routing scenarios in SIP requests”. 

2 Discussion

SOLU has become aware that IMS uses different addressing mechanisms for different traffic cases over the NNI. For ordinary interconnect traffic we understand that the Called party address in the request URI is used to indicate the requested destination, However for the roaming leg traffic cases, we understand that the address to the Home or Visited network is conveyed by the Route header instead.

As it is a basic requirement that it shall be possible to use the same NNI for both roaming and non-roaming traffic, SOLU understands that over the same NNI the requested destination may for some calls be identified by the Route Header and for other calls identified by the Called party address in the Request URI.

The requested destination address is together with the requested service a key element to determine the charges that apply between operators and carriers for calls that are sent over the NNI.

I.e. for Inter-operator charging and for cascading of responsibilities and payments it is important that all parties; MNOs and carriers have the same understanding of what the requested destination and service are, and how they are indicated.

SOLU appreciates that CT3 has started to look at these aspects and anticipates that it will result the establishment of the clear and simple rules that are needed to ensure that both operators and carriers can be in agreement of which address to use for identification of the requested destination and which information to use for identification of the requested service.

3 Requested Actions

SOLU kindly asks 3GPP WG CT3 to take the above considerations from SOLU into consideration for their work.
