	The current scope of the study item seems to be limited to the case of non-IMS application with “XML-based equivalent to the Diameter signalling specified in 3GPP TS 29.214”, which may mean that the scope is limited to a 1-to-1 mapping between elements in the XML file and AVPs on the Rx interface. This case is interesting and should indeed be studied in the study item; however we believe that we should not limit the study to this case.

	This PCR proposes an extension of the scope of this study item, to study not only the case of the non-IMS application with XML-based equivalent to the Diameter-based signalling specified in 3GPP TS 29.214, but also two other cases that we consider to be very important:
· Case where the service description is in a specific file with specific service description semantics
· Case where the AFs can request a QoS using an API (defined by the mobile operator)

	The current study item scope seems to be limited to the case of an exhaustive XML file, with all the required elements to populate the Diameter-based signalling of the Rx interface. With this limitation, the operator will not have the capability to propose specific QoS request and interactions with the PCC for a large range of AFs.

The complexity will be left to the AFs wich will have to implement the complete XML file with the good elements/attributes used for the Rx interface. The operator will be dependant of the good instantiation of the XML file. The operator might not be able to offer required QoS for services of the internet domain. The current study item in 3GPP CT3 might not be well synchronised with the activities in OMA regarding network API for QoS request. The PCC architecture may not be used by some AFs.
