The following summary  was distributed via the CT3 mailing list on June 17:

“Last week’s plenary meeting was quite successful from CT3 point of view. All our CR packs were approved unchanged. Of course, some of them could only be conditionally agreed since they are dependent on SA approval of corresponding stage 2 CRs this week.

The CT3 WIDs were approved without any technical changes. The following formal changes were made before the WIDs could be finally approved:

· SAES_WLAN_EPC_intwk:  The CP tdoc number of the previously agreed version had to be added to the header part of the WID. Also the unique id was added. Approved version in CP-130395.

· UMONC-CT3:  Only one rapporteur for the WID was allowed.  The rapporteur companies agreed to keep Zhou Xiaoyun as the only rapporteur. Approved version in CP-130396.

· E2EMTSI-CT: Huawei was added as the fourth supporting company. Then the WID could be approved as CP-130397.

After some discussion, the new WID on ICS_IWE was agreed unchanged. However, we may need to follow up on this  quote from the official plenary meeting report: “Alcatel-Lucent and Samsung questioned whether the scenario described in the WID where the MSC would not receive the P-Asserted-ID is valid. This scenario should not occur with the MSC server and the SCC AS in the same trust domain. Besides, one CT3 CR related to this WID (C3-130879) also proposes an operator option to use the From header when the P-Asserted-ID is present. It should be checked whether this is a reasonable requirement, and this goes beyond the current scope of the WID. Alcatel-Lucent and Samsung accept to approve the WID and CRs but CT3 should be tasked to further check the validity of the scenarios and whether they fit within the scope of the WID in coordination with CT1”. 

On a general basis, it was emphasized that the 3GPP drafting rules, TS 21.801,  must be followed. In particular, it was stressed that this is important for the rapporteurs of new TRs/TSs, from the first draft versions of a  new specification.”
