HTTP Long polling/Streaming solution has the explicit limitation in multiplexing traffic flows from multiple UEs to one HTTP connection over Rx, due to the Head-of-Line blocking problem in the TCP mechanism.

With the consideration that the TCP resources can be well saved and reused for multiple end users on demand, it is recommended to use the “two TCP connections” as the way forward solution.

Conclusion of PCRF addressing

Considering the need for the backward compatibility with the Diameter based DRA, it is recommended to adopt Solution 1 for non-roaming case and 1b for roaming case “DRA-like entity interacting with DRA to get the PCRF address based on Diameter protocol” to provide equivalent solution for PCRF addressing in the PCRF Web Server architecture.
