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1. Overall Description:

According to the subclause of 6.2.1.0 of TS 23.203, it is described that the PCRF may receive information about total allowed usage per PDN and UE from the SPR. And in the same subclause, it is described that if all IP-CAN session of a user to the same APN is terminated, the PCRF shall store the remaining allowed usage, i.e. the information about the remaining overall amount of resources, in the SPR. CT3 understands from these references that the total allowed usage is stored per APN level.

But in the same subclause, the following text can be found “the overall amount of allowed resources (based either on traffic volume and/or traffic time) that are to be monitored for the PDN connections of a user”. CT3 understands from that text that the total allowed usage is stored per user level.
2. Actions:

CT3 kindly asks SA2 which granularity is supported for the total allowed usage stored in the SPR, whether it is per UE, per UE and APN or both.
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
