1)
if no Route header field(s) are included in the SIP request, the URI in the Request-URI represents the destination; or

2)
if the SIP request contains one or more Route header field then the URI in the Request-URI represents the destination unless the SIP request contains a II-NNI traversal scenario type indicating which URI that represents the destination. The II-NNI traversal scenario type may indicate that the URI in the Request-URI is the destination or may indicate that that one of the Route header fields contains the destination.
