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Please find the following summary of CT#63 related to CT3:

 

1. All the CRs were approved without any change except the following ones:

1) C3-140404 is revised to CP-140203 and approved, the only modification is changing the CR number to 
0535; 

2) C3-140409 is revised to CP-140204 and approved, the only modification is changing the CR number to 1141; 

 

2. The 2nd change of C3-140409 and the 2nd change of C3-140391 modify the same clause of TS 29.212; MCC will resolve it when implementing the CRs.

 

3. Adrian has the comments on TR 24.802 v 2.0.0 (CP-140080) and TR 29.817 v2.0.0 (CP-140081), considering the limited time to coordinate all the comments during the plenary, it was agreed to approve the TRs at this moment, and the rapporteurs can submit a big CR in the coming CT3 meeting based on the comments from Adrian. Additionally, the completion rate of TR 24.802 v2.0.0 is set back to 99%. 

 

4. The new WID on CT aspects of Core Network Overload User Location Information reporting improvements (CNO_ULI-CT, CP-140093) was approved without any change.

 

5. During the discussion, question was raised on security progress for the corresponding work of FS_XML_AF_PCRF in SA3, and the need to inform SA3 about the possible security, before the next SA3 meeting. As next meeting of SA3 is during the same week as CT3, it was agreed to send a LS to SA3 from CT#63. The LS (please see attached CP-140189) informs that SA3 is responsible for the security part of this work.

 

6. The rapporteur of TR 29.817 has the plan to change the normative annex of TR 29.817 to informative in the coming CT3 meeting, as the TR is informative all together.

 

7. As CT4 has identified stage 2 requirement to be completed in CT3, it was agreed to change the completion rate of eMBMS_Rest to 50%.
