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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA5 for their LS S2-140055 on providing parameters to TDF.
SA2 would like to inform that in order to transfer the required parameters to the TDF the PCEF sends them to the PCRF at session establishment. Then the PCRF transfers those parameters to the TDF if charging is applicable for the TDF and if this information is received from the PCEF in previous step. 
The set of CAMEL information related to IP-CAN bearer which is applicable only in case of 3GPP-GPRS access type was not introduced for transfer as CAMEL is an old charging mode which is never used in EPS network, and it is not correlated with application based charging.
The Serving node Type can be obtained by the TDF based on RAT type. As for WLAN access there is no differentiation between Trusted and Untrusted WLAN in the RAT Type, the suggestion is to extend RAT type transferred over Gx and then subsequently over Sd to cover Trusted WLAN and Untrusted WLAN separately. The criteria is that  if UE is connected via a WLAN and PGW is connected to ePDG then RAT type is set to  Untrusted WLAN and if UE is connected via WLAN and PGW is connected to TWAG then RAT type is set to Trusted WLAN.
The PGW PLMN Identifier is the same as TDF PLMN Identifier as both the TDF and the PGW are located in the same PLMN, as defined in the roaming architecture in the TS 23.203.The rest of required parameters were introduced for transfer. The attached CR specifies this in the TS 23.203.
In addition to that, SA2 would like to add that in case of inter operator charging, CDR are generated by the PGW/GGSN on a per bearer level and may also be generated by the TDF for the Application Based Charging.
