User-Location-Info-Time AVP
The User-Location-Info-Time AVP (AVP Code 2812) is of type Time, and it contains the NTP time at which the UE was last known to be in the location which is reported during bearer deactivation or IP-CAN session termination procedure. The User-Location-Info-Time AVP is sent from the PCEF to the PCRF or from the BBERF to the PCRF. The PCRF forwards it to the AF.
