BM‑SC overload control

Upon receiving a request from the GCS AS, if the BM‑SC is in an overload condition, the BM‑SC may respond to the GCS AS with a GCS-Action-Answer command containing the Result-Code AVP with the value set to DIAMETER_TOO_BUSY, see IETF RFC 3588 [xc].

The GCS AS may implement a backoff timer. When this timer is running, the GCS AS does not initiate MB2‑C requests. Once the timer expires, the GCS AS may re-attempt to use the BM‑SC. The algorithm the BM‑SC uses for the backoff timer is out of scope of this 3GPP specification.
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
