Tow TCP connections for bidirectional communication
The PC and AF both support the HTTP client and HTTP server role and two TCP connections are need to be establish between the PC and the AF for the bidirectional communication, i.e. One is initiated by the AF, while the other is initiated by the PC. 
When the AF establishes an AF session (i.e. initiates the initial provisioning of session information), the AF shall send an HTTP request to the PC and include an AF session id which is used to identity the AF session in the HTTP request. If the AF has not initiated a TCP connection to the PC yet, the AF shall initiate a TCP connection before sending the HTTP request; otherwise the AF shall re-use the existing TCP connection to send the HTTP request. The PC stores the AF session id and service information, and then responds to the AF. After this transaction, the AF and PC shall release the HTTP connection but still keep the TCP connection. When the AF modifies the AF session (i.e. initiates modification of session information), the AF shall send an HTTP request including the AF session id assigned in the AF session establishment procedure by re-using the existing TCP connection. The PC updates stored session information according to the AF session id.

Editor’s note: AF session id needs to be defined.
When the PC reports the traffic plane event corresponding to the AF session, the PC shall send an HTTP request to the AF including the corresponding AF session id storeed in the PC and the traffic plane. If the PC has not initiated a TCP connection to the AF yet, the PC shall initiate a TCP connection before sending the HTTP request; otherwise the PC shall re-use the existing TCP connection to send the HTTP request. After this transaction, the PC and AF shall release the HTTP connection but still keep the TCP connection.
