Modify MBMS Bearer Procedure
The GCS AS initiates the MBMS bearer modify procedure to request the modification of resources for an MBMS bearer when it determines that the change of ARP and/or MBMS broadcast area is needed.
Figure A.2.3‑1 provides the procedure used between the GCS AS and the BM-SC to modify an MBMS bearer.
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Figure A.2.3‑1: Modify MBMS Bearer Procedure
1.
If the GCS AS determines that an MBMS bearer needs to be modified it sends a Diameter AAR command with the MBMS‑Bearer‑Request AVP to the BM‑SC to modify the MBMS bearer. The MBMS‑Bearer‑Request AVP includes MBMS‑StartStop‑Indication AVP set to "UPDATE", the TMGI AVP and the MBMS‑Flow‑Identifier AVP representing the MBMS bearer to be deactivated, and the QoS‑Information AVP with the new ARP and/or the MBMS‑Service‑Area AVP indicating MBMS broadcast area. The QoS‑Information AVP and MBMS‑Service‑Area AVP are optional but as least one of them is included in this Diameter AAR command.

The BM-SC modifies the characteristics of the MBMS bearer using the Session Update procedure for EPS defined in TS 23.246 [3].

3.
The BM-SC sends MBMS-Bearer-Response AVP to the GCS AS within a Diameter GAA command. The MBMS-Bearer-Response AVP includes the TMGI AVP and the MBMS‑Flow‑Identifier AVP. The Diameter session ends after the GAA command.
