If the GCS AS decides that one or more allocated TMGIs are no longer needed, the GCS AS sends a Diameter GAR command including the parameters as defined in sub-clause 5.2.2.

The BM‑SC determines if the GCS AS is authorized to deallocate the indicated TMGIs, and then deallocates those TMGIs. If MBMS resources are in use for any of the deallocated TMGIs, those resources are released using the Session Stop procedure defined in TS 23.246 [3].
3.
The BM‑SC sends a Diameter GAA command parameters as defined in sub-clause 5.2.2.
4.
If MBMS resources are in use for any of the deallocated TMGIs, the BM-SC initiates the Session Stop procedure defined in sub-clause 20.3.3 of TS 29.061 [5] to release those resources.
