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	Reason for change:
	In the 13a.2.2.1a subclause, the statement of a detection a P-CSCF failure by the GGSN/P-GW in the "P-CSCF address(es) already provided to the MS/UEs" is not part of the Stage 2 P-CSCF restoration procedures described in TS 23.380.
A main drawback of this case is to generate an useless mass signalling of  Update PDP Context Request/Update Bearer request/answer messages with all UEs having been provided with the address of the failed P-CSCF but not using it.
Furthermore according to the the statement that "failed P-CSCF address(es) shall not be provided until GGSN/P-GW is aware that they are available again”, for a failed P-CSCF having restarted and being again available, the GGSN/P-GW, may include the address of the restarted and again available P-CSCF. This will result in the UE not proceeding to a new IMS registration (as according to TS 24.229 B2.2.1C, L.2.2.1C subclauses), although this new IMS registration is needed.
To solve these issues, it is proposed that the stage 3 handling in TS 29.061 refers to and is aligned with the PCSCF restoration procedures specified in TS 23.380.
